Please Remember to Call if Your Child will Not be in the Program


Recently, we have had an alarming rate of children who have not shown up at the program when we expected them. Tracking down parents takes a lot of time away from our staff  during a critical time in the program.  Another concern is the possibility of there being a child who is really lost, but it isn’t realized immediately because 7 other sets of parents were being tracked down first. (Typically, we make the calls starting with the youngest children first.)


Please call or email us as soon as you know your child won’t be attending CEDP on a day when they are registered to do so. Thank you in advance for your support with this matter.


CEDP Transportation


As you know, CEDP offers families one-way transportation to or from an extra curricular activity.
