In order to be compliant with EEC regulations, all registration forms need to be filled out completely prior to your child attending CEDP in the fall.  Parent’s of children who come off the bus to CEDP whose forms are not on file will receive a phone call requiring that the child be picked up immediately.  We apologize for the strictness regarding this policy.
