 Annual Meeting Notes


Thank you to all of the families who attended our Annual Meeting on Wednesday, May 10th. Below is a recap of what we talked about.


Debi Vigilant, our Preschool Director reported that our preschool has more than doubled in size over the past year.  This year, we are over 90% full and are already over 60% full for the 2006/2007 school year!   The preschool began using a new reading curriculum this year (The Harcourt Series). Children are enjoying this program and parents are seeing consistent progression in the academic abilities of their children.  


Carlisle Extended Day updates included recognizing the transitions of the past year, including: changeover in staff, opening on holidays and winter break and initiating our enrichment programs.  It is my goal next year to focus on enhancing the programs we currently have and to place an emphasis on creating strong enrichment programs to meet the academic needs of the Carlisle community. 


Lastly, we voted in our Board of Directors slate for the 2006/2007 school year.  Christine Johnson will be President, Sandy Serkes Vice President, Carole Gonzales Secretary and Desa Facey and Brady Connors each Co-Treasurer.

The availability of our van will widely increase.  We will be able to drive your children to and from an activity (currently we only drive one way).  This service will be available until 6pm (currently we are only available until 5pm), and we will be able to drive your children outside of Carlisle Center.


We are introducing a usage fee to cover 50% of the costs for the town center routes and to fully cover costs for new routes. Below is the rate schedule. In-town runs will have priority over out-of- town runs


Carlisle Center: $3.50/run


In Carlisle:$ 5.50/run


Bedford: $7/run (minimum of 3 children)


Concord: $10/run (minimum of 3 children)





These charges will be added to monthly invoices.

Registration for next year!


As most of you are aware, we are currently registering for the 2006/2007 school year.  Our “Early Bird Registration” that gives families 7% off September’s tuition will expire on June 15th.  Once we receive all initial registration forms we will send you a packet of information in the mail. It needs to be filled out prior to your children attending CEDP in September.


We understand that this can be a tedious process to have to complete year after year.   We apologize in advance; however, it is state-mandated that we receive new forms from parents at the beginning of each year.  





In the summer information packet, you will find forms to pre-register at a discounted rate for Vacations, Holidays and Professional Days for the coming year.   This will help staff the programs and  plan activities geared towards the group of children enrolled.   


*** Note: During the 2006/2007 school year, CEDP will not be open on Monday holidays unless a minimum of 5 children has enrolled by two weeks prior to the holiday.





Transportation





This year the usage of our van service, in which we pick-up or drop-off children from activities, more than doubled.  Up until this point only myself and our business manager have been doing this transporting and it has been consuming a large portion of our time.  For the 2006/2007 school year the BOD has decided to hire a van driver.  


Hiring a van driver has several positive implications.  I will no longer have to leave 4+, meaning that their activities will no longer be disrupted and I will be able to regain focus on helping our 4+ children with their homework and strengthening our enrichment programs.  Jen will be more available to parents, and able to assist CEDP/CELP should we need the extra set of hands.
