Late fees regarding 

Professional Days, 

Holidays and Vacation 

Days: Previously, we had 
charged a late fee of $30 
for children who signed up 
for a Professional Day or 
Holiday with in two weeks 
of the date. With the new 
policy there will be an 
early registration fee for 
children registered two 
weeks prior to the date 
and a late registration fee 
for children registering 
with in two weeks of the 
date.  It is important for us 
to know as soon as 
possible how many 
children will be attending, 
so that proper staffing 
arrangements and event 
reservations can be made. 

Transportation: Many of 
you have taken advantage 
of our increased van 
service. We have found 
however that in order to 
accommodate the 
multitude of in town runs 
that instead of being able 
to drive long distances, 
that we will need to keep 
the runs to under a 7 mile 
radius.

Toiletry Drive 

I was recently contacted 
by the Lowell Food Pantry 
regarding their dire need 
for toiletry items.  For 
those of you unfamiliar 
with the Lowell Food 
Pantry, they were 
established 25 years ago 
and are volunteer based 
other than a part-time 
director.  Each month they 
serve over 1300 people, 
of which over 450 of them  
are children.  We are 
asking that every family 
from our program donate 
at least one toiletry item.  
Below is the list of items 
needed in order of most 
importance:  feminine 
hygiene products, diapers, 
shampoo, toothbrushes, 
soap, plastic razors, and 
toothpaste.  As a staff we 
will be donating $50 and 
will be taking some of our 
Clubhouse children to the 
store to buy these 
products.  When we have 
finished our collection our 
Clubhouse children will 
also be going to the pantry 
to deliver the donation.
