Other billing questions 


  We have been asked the question about our reasons for charging additional fees for professional Days and holidays a number of times over the past few weeks.  I would like to answer this question in two parts.  When the BOD sets the rates for the new school year, they take into account all of our projected increases in spending for the new school year.  This includes; staff raises, increases in utility costs and necessary capital expenses such as the   new driveway.


 Tuition increases are then decided based on projected enrollment for the number of days school is scheduled to be in session for the year.


The costs for professional days, vacation days and holidays are decided based on projected enrollments and expenses.  We try hard to provide high caliber field trips.  These trips, however, require expensive buses, higher staff: student ratios and costly admission fees.  It is because of these reasons that we charge extra for these days.  If you would like further explanation please talk to either myself or Jen.
